The other day our kids were in the basement playing. At one point |
called downstairs to Timothy, but he did not respond. So | called him
again.This time he responded by saying something about some toy he
was looking for and unable to find. | told him to come to the bottom of
the stairs. He came but | could tell that he did not want to come. |
asked Timothy what was it that he was trying to find. He described
some toy that he had. As he described the toy, | looked down at the
stairs and saw the toy he was looking for. Timothy began to turn away
to go back to look and | said, “Timothy, come here.” He whined about
looking for the toy. | told him if he would just trust me and obey me he
would find his toy. Timothy then turned to come up the stairs toward
me and, as he did, he saw his toy. He just got a grin on his face.

When | think about that story with Timothy, is that not how we are?
